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With widespread concerns about the
declining levels of interest in reading
amongst kids, we presented Asda with
an opportunity to persuade the 8-12
year age group of the joys of reading.

Our idea was to put literary content on the back of own-
brand cereal boxes, capturing kids' attention during what
we called "Facebox time" when kids were away from the
distractions of mobile phones, PCs, games consoles,
televisions and other electronic devices.

We brokered a partnership for Asda
with Puffin and the Dahl Foundation.

Extracts from four of Roald Dahl's books, along with Quentin Blake illustrations
were to appear on the backs of more than five million cereal boxes across
Asda's 386 store network, ultimately landing on millions of breakfast tables
across the UK.
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Our approach

We commissioned qualitative and quantitative
research amongst 8-12 year olds. We looked at their
interests, the way that they spend their breakfast time
and their knowledge of literature.

From this we developed our launch strategy. We created
media-friendly key points to make the underlying case for
the initiative, including the findings, amongst which came
the news that many children believe that Rudyard Kipling
makes cakes and that Phileas Fogg makes crisps or is
weather forecaster.

We arranged photography of kids at breakfast and use a
series of illustrations from kids of themselves at breakfast.

For the most part, these demonstrated the opportunity, but

a few of the kids' drawings, worryingly, had them eating
breakfast while checking Facebook or watching television.
